	Topic

Our topic this half term is ‘Light!’

	Maths


Each class will be covering the key areas of math – Number, Measure, Using & Applying & Stats.

	English, Phonics and Reading
  
We will continue to teach phonics and reading in differentiated groups and pupils will be learning sounds of the letters and how to blend sounds to read words.

In English we will be looking at traditional tales from Robin Hood to the Three Billy Goats Gruff!
We will be creating props, acting out elements of the story, developing our fine motor and writing skills and developing our communication, phonics and reading skills in lessons.

	Attention skills, Write Dance & Dough disco

Attention skills- teaches children to focus on an object, adult and their peers and to follow instructions.
 Write Dance and dough disco are quick 5/10-minute activities which improve the children’s fine motor skills.

Children will also work in communication groups twice a week to build receptive and expressive communication and for some children - conversation skills.

	PSHE and RSE

We will also be talking about privacy and personal space and learning how to build positive friendships and relationships as we become young adults rather than children.
