	Topic

	Maths
Maths sessions will be focused on the three main areas of the maths curriculum.Number, Measure, using and applying statistics. Sessions will include activities from these areas. 
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	English
This term we are focusing on two stories. Jasper’s beanstalk for the first four weeks before moving onto The Blue Balloon for the last 3 weeks. The pupils will be encouraged to participate in reading the story and joining in with actions and sounds.  We will complete art based activities, mark making and writing, reading and communication as well as following the  sensory story

	Phonics / Reading
The pupils will have 2x weekly phonic sessions where we will focus on environmental and letter sounds. As well as focusing on mark making and writing with a variety of writing tools. 
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	Cookery 
This term in our cookery sessions we are making Pitta bread pizzas. 
Each week we will use different toppings to learn skills including cutting, spreading and grating.
1 margherita = cheese and tomato 
2. Rainbow pizza =cheese, red pepper, sweetcorn
3. Hawaain pizza =quorn 
(ham), pineapple
4. Green pizza = Cheese, Pesto, spinach, green pepper
5. Bbq chicken pizza = Cheese, Quorn chicken pieces, bbq sauce
6. Greek pizza = Feta, black olives, spring onion
7. Seafood pizza = Cheese, tuna, sweetcorn, oregano

	
	
	
	Speaking and listening groups 
The pupils will have 3x weekly sessions where we focus on developing the children language and communication skills. We focus the sessions on recognising and understanding symbols/words, attending to sessions and developing an understanding of nouns.
	

	
	Expressive Arts
Every week, the pupils participate in an expressive arts lesson with Coral. The focus for this half term will be Lyrical/ Contemporary dance. The children will be exploring following a dance routine to the song ‘A whole new world’ using scarves.
