In Maths, we will be linking our learning to our Goldilocks story where possible. For example, when learning about temperature we will test bowls of porridge and use the language ‘hot’ and ‘cold’.  
	English
This half term our school focus is Traditional Tales. Year 4’s chosen tale is ‘Goldilocks and the Three Bears’.

We will be using role play and practising our storytelling skills as well as sequencing, writing and reading linked to ‘Goldilocks and the Three Bears’.
	Phonics/ Reading
We will continue to teach phonics in our differentiated groups within the year group. Pupils will be learning the sounds of letters and how to blend sounds to read words.

In reading the pupils will be reading 1:1 with an adult and sharing a book from a library. 

We will change our books on Tuesdays. We will also be looking at non-fiction texts linked to our topic and about some books about bears! 

	Cookery
Year 4’s cookery focus this half term is eggs. We will be making poached eggs, scrambled eggs, fried eggs, boiled eggs, omelettes and egg sandwiches. 
Alongside this we will be making some chocolate firework treats, decorating biscuits into spiders webs, traditional Barfi sweets and some Christmas treats too. 
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	Computing
This half term our ICT unit is Story Making. The pupils will use a range of storytelling packages to produce a sequence of events from a story or journey, adding simple narration in the form of; words, sounds or symbols to tell a simple story of events.
	Expressive Arts
For the first two weeks we will be working with two classes from East site on a whole school project.
