Literacy

This half term children will be reading the story Silly Suzy
Eo0se”

Pupils will be learning about the all the dif ferent animals
that Suzy meets on her adventures.

During golourful sermantics some pupils will be developing
their understanding of who questions. Other pupils will be
answer who, what doing and where questions.

PE
In Pe this half term pupils will be preparing for the sports
day!

Art
Pupils will be developing their fine motor
skills. requesting skills, colour recognition
and independence skills througha range of
activities related to water: painting with
ice. marble painting, "painting in the rain®;
painting with bubbles and frozen paints.
At home:

Encourage children to use a paint brush,
this will help develop fine motor skills.

Science
The topic this half term is science
based. Pupilswill be learning about
floating and sinking; change of
state; capacity. etc.

At Home:

Make ice and add dif ferent ob jects
to it prior freezing-defrost the ice
using dif ferent methods: warm
water, salt or just observeice
melting inthe sunl

We will have science based
cargusel activities and water
activities for pupils to take part
throughaut the term.

ICT
This half -term pupilswill be exploring dif ferent learning
programs in orderto consolidate the knowledge and the
skills they have developed in computingduring this
acadermicyear.

Maths
In maths this half ferm we will carry on
using Mumicon to help our understanding of
quantity value. Some children will be using it
to add 1and 2 to another single digit.

Pupilswill also be developing their
understanding of the 20 shapes; some
pupils will begin to recognise dif ferent
properties of the shapes.

At home:
Lookat the dif ferent ob jectsand discuss
the shapes that pupils can seel

During cooking this half-term, we
will be making a range of
milkshakes as well as short bread
biscuits.
