	English
This half term the theme for English is traditional tales. The chosen traditional tale for this half term is The Gingerbread Man. [image: ]
At home: 
Make gingerbread man cookies. 

Visit a bakery to purchase a gingerbread man,

	Art
Pupils will be developing their fine motor skills through a range of light and dark activities.

At home: 
Make pictures using black and white paper. 

Make fireworks pictures

	Science
The topic this half term is science based. Pupils will be learning about light and dark, day and night and simple circuits.  

At home: 
Experience light and dark rooms. 

Use torches in a dark room

Make a den and light it up with torches or glow sticks.  

Go outside when it is dark, try and look for the moon.

	Maths
Maths is split into 3 strands: Number, Geometry and Measurement. Each week learning will focus on a different strand. 

At home:
Baking: make Christmas cookies. 

Make firework playdough, match and sort colours

Write numbers with the beam of  a torch in a dark room. 

Die rice to make a fireworks sensory tray for filling and emptying.

Make shadows with geometrical shapes, talk about their properties, match the objects with the shape.

At home:

Talk about electricity safety
	Cooking 
During cooking this half term we will be making a range of pastry based sweet and savory dishes. 
Towards the end of the half term we will be making Christmas based snacks. 

At home:
Practice the skills of mixing, spreading, grating and chopping. 
Make simple pastry based sweet or savory dishes. 

Expressive arts.
