It focuses on colour and colowr mixing, We
will continue to use our communication aids to

At hoime:
Talk about different colours and patterns. Re-read
the stary and pretend to be the monsters making

marks with dif ferent colours!
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Make alien hand and foot prints, talk abeut the
colours,

Topic and Art

This half term our topic is an art
based theme, Each week pupils will
have the opportunity to experience

and engage with dif ferent art mediums
and technigues to create a range of
sculptures and artwork,

At home:

Encourage your children to colour, paint
and use chalks. They can get creative
using their fine motor skills.

Science

In Owl Class pupils will exploring
and experimenting with a range of
different ocbjects. The pupils will
explore magnets, Explore push and
pull toys, They will make prints in
malleable materials and explore
and examine plants / flowers,
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In PE. this half term pupils will be
developing their dance skills e.g,
moving to music / listening,
carrying out instructions, using
ribbons,

Computing

Children will develep the ability to input a
sequence of instructions to make something
move, whether that be on screen, using a floor
turtle or a person, They will use computer
packages and apps to enter instructions and see
them come inte action. Seme children will need
to use arrows, directional language (left, right,
up, down, forwards, backwards, corner,
straight) and verbs to give operaticns to
program their object. They will learn how ICT
can be used for a variety of purposes and bring
their instructions te life,

PSHE is a curriculum area of learning
that is embedded in all that we do,

Activities that you can support at
hame include:
Getting dressed and undressed
independently,

Washing hands and bedy
independently,

Making a simple snack/drink
independantly,

Cleaning teeth.

During cooking this half term we
will be making a range of cookies
The children will be making similar
products each week so that by the
end of the term they will be able
to complete the task as
independently as pessible.

At home:
Practice the skills of mixing,
spreading, grating and chopping.
Make simple cookies.,

Maths
Maths is split inte 3 stronds: Mumber,

Geometry and Measurement, Each week
learning will focus on a different strand,

At home:

Count objects with your child,
Compare dif ferent numbers and quantities,

Make repeating patterns with dif ferent
coloured objects,

Sort ar match toys by their colour,
Look for shapes in the environment. Talk
about how many sides, and corners they

have.,

Use the terms big, small, long, short, heawvy,
light as well as practically.

Expressive arts.

Pupils will be exploring puppet theatre
and shadow puppets.
