	English
This half term our school focus is Traditional Tales. Year 5/6’s chosen tale is ‘Jack & the Beanstalk.’

	Phonics/ Reading
We will be teaching phonics in our differentiated groups within the year band. Pupils will be learning the sounds of letters and how to blend sounds to read words.


	Cookery
Year 5/6’s cookery focus this half term is curries. We will be making vegetable biriyani, egg curry, potato curry and curry side dishes.
Alongside this we will be making some gingerbread and Christmas cookies / treats. 
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	Computing
This half term our ICT unit is Story Making. The pupils will use Powerpoint to produce a sequence of slides showing key images from Jack & the Beanstalk.  They will add in simple narration in the form of; words, sounds or symbols to tell the story.
	Expressive Arts
For the first two weeks we will be working with another class from East site on a whole school project.
Following this we will then focus on:
Week 3- Country music
Week 4- Line Dancing
Week 5- Drama- Improvisation
Week 6 & 7- Choice of favourite activity from weeks 3-5.
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Mission to Mars
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	Communication
This half term the children will continue to participate in a range of speaking and listening activities through discreet activities and throughout the curriculum.  The weekly speaking and listening sessions encourage the development of spoken language, turn taking and listening skills.  The children will also join in with Write Dance and Attention Skills sessions.
	PE
This half term in PE the pupils will be focusing on dance & gym.

- Listen to a range of country / line dancing music and copy each other's movements 
- Share a range of books, including traditional tales, encouraging participation in repetitive verses
- Find things that use batteries and mains electricity at home / outside
