English 
This half term year 4’s English

Phonics/ Reading 
We will continue to teach 
phonics in our differentiated 
groups within the year group. 
Pupils will be learning the 
sounds of letters and how to 
blend sounds to read words. 
 
In reading the pupils will 
continue their weekly library 
visit where they will be 
encouraged to select and 
explore/read books for 
pleasure. 
 
 

Cookery 
Year 4’s cookery focus this half 
term is Salads!

Computing 
This half term our ICT unit will 
focus on us using Education City 
and Busythings to support our 
Maths, English and Science work 
in class. The children will log onto 
these programs using their 
username and password and then 
access some activities set by 
myself to further develop their 
skills.

For the first few weeks the 
children will be taking part in role 
play entitled ‘the journey’. 
Then the children will be planning 
and practicing a performance 
ready for East Meets West Fest!
